If we’re trying to find out if they’re using a set group of rules for cataloging description, we should have AACR2 rather than MARC, but I’m not sure if DC is considered a set of rules for description – is anyone familiar enough with DC to be able to ask that?  If we’re asking about standards usage, I’m not sure if DC is a standard either.  I’ll admit, though, that I can’t remember what our original discussion about this question was.  Anyone else have a better memory of that?	Comment by patricia.desalvo: I think I suggested a question like this, thinking that if we want to cooperate by sharing cataloging records that we need to be using similar formats and standards, or formats that can be crosswalked or mapped to each other.   MARC and Dublin Core would probably be the two most common standards that this group might be using that could be mapped.  But you also bring up a good point about cataloging rules, in that some may be using AACR2,  some may eventually end up moving to RDA, some may be using local rules ... all having an impact on sharing.  So the question could have a list which includes rules as well as standards, (check all that apply), plus a place to write in "other".  Is this relevant  to question 10 about contributing to the NTL's National Digital Repository - i.e., are there specific metadata  requirements for documents added to the Repository ?  If not,  I am starting to think this might be getting beyond  where we need to go right now so am ok if we drop the question.
