Netiquette:  Guidelines for Proper Etiquette in Online Knowledge Sharing Environments 

1. Before creating a new topic, search to see if a similar topic already exists. 


2. Follow standard grammar/spelling rules, and try not to use slang. 

3. When referencing a source outside of your post, include all the information people will need to find that source. 

4. Avoid the use of all CAPITAL LETTERS in posts. (ALL CAPS is considered "shouting" and causes readability issues.) 

5. Remember that this community is a professional community. As such, please do not post things you would not say to someone in a face-to-face exchange in the workplace. Don’t get personal. 

6. Try to refrain from lashing back at a poorly behaving member. Instead, notify the community administrator of any posts that you see as out of line.
