
Mineta Institute’s Seniors & Transit Study

The Mineta Transportation Institute (MTI) has released its research report, Barriers to Using Fixed-Route Public Transit for Older Adults, based on four focus group studies in San Jose, Calif. and Buffalo, NY.  The study by MTI research associate Michael Peck, PhD, MSW, uncovered seniors’ biases against fixed-route public transit (“public transit”) and recommends methods to market transit so it is more appealing.
